Andrew Pratt

Though you may not have heard of Andrew Pratt, teefdred Pratt Green
(no relation) he is probably the most outstandirggiMdist hymn-writer of
our generation. Few recent hymn books are withaardribution from
him. For example the recent ‘Come Celebrate’ (Génig Press) has
fifteen. However, when our Hymns and Psalms book praduced in
1983 he had barely started writing. His first cciilen, called ‘Blinded by
Dazzle’ appeared in 1997, and his ‘Whatever NanteGneed’ in 2002.
He contributed nine songs (more than anyone als®i¢ Blue Planet’
which was produced for young children by Stainet Bell and the
Methodist Division of Education and Youth in 199%.0ur new book
(‘Singing the Faith’) to be published in Septemberwill also have nine
hymns.

Andrew Pratt has had a distinguished academic Gavél degrees in
zoology, marine biology and English and gained B Riith his study of
the origins of the 1933 Methodist Hymn Book. Heusrently on the staff
of our Hartley Victoria ministerial training collegn Manchester. He is
well versed in Methodism having served in a nundjaircuits. Until
recently he was chair of the Methodist Peace Falhopy

These interests are reflected in Andrew’s hymns&show a deep
awareness of the mystery of God as reflected ictbation: ‘O God,
beyond all thought’ and ‘In the beginning God plawyath the planets’.
His whimsicality is shown in ‘Four friends carrynaighbour’, ‘Here’s
party / Let us share / Bread and wine / With Jésue’ and an exuberant
child’s birthday song, ‘Tingle, tingle, tingle wittxcitement!’

His devotion to Methodist origins is demonstratediis version of John
Wesley’'s famous words: ‘Best of all is God is witki. The Nativity is
celebrated in ‘Mary and Joseph’ and ‘We see the eydlary shine’. His
verses on peace and justice and inter-faith théraes been prolific,
including ‘There are no strangers in God'’s loved drove inspired the
anger’. He even wrote as recently as May 2 conogrtiie death of Osama
bin Laden a lament ‘We cannot gloat’. ChallengingfsPerhaps we shall
get the chance to sing some of these if we reglac@resent hymn book
with ‘Celebrating the Faith’.

As the Library’sgmotional literature
e it iy ‘ suggests, we could all ‘discover a secret
world’ and ‘possibly the city’s best kept
secret’. Glance at the wall on the upper
" side and you will see the blue plaque,
W showing that the library was founded in
‘}l 1768 — making it the oldest subscription
library of its type in the British Isles.
*_ 3! One of the earliest subscribers was Dr
| Joseph Priestley when he was minister
at Mill Hill.

| Itis a library for subscribing members,
open to anyone, and giving access to a
current lending library (with over one
thousand titles acquired annually) and a
rich historical collection. In addition
there are newspapers, periodicals; audio
and DVDs. The oldest book is a valuabtavels to the Holy Lantdy John

de Mandeville, published in 1494!

Again, the promotional note says: ‘to go through doors is to be
transported back to a bygone age’ and to be abénjoy one of the city’s
architectural treasures’.

As you might expect, it has a fair bit of historgm its life in Commercial
Street (since July 1808). The architect for the NRmwom extension was
Thomas Ambler, the Leeds man who was also resperfeibthat most
striking of buildings, St Paul's House. The premiagthe rear were used
in 1820/1865 by the newspagdsareds Intelligencefnow there’s a title!).

Library has overseen big changes to CommerciakStr@almost a social
history of us and our city centre. It wasn't alwamsbile phone shops. W
H Smith’s had the adjacent premises for many yaties the War.

So too did Field’s (whatever happened to them?@r&hwvas one pub, The
Mitre, which closed in the early 60s.
The Leeds Library claims it is ‘full of things terhpt users young and old’
and that the time has come for it to be better kmdw/there a bookshelf
category for ‘Civic Pride’?

Mark's Gospel,
The Grove Transcript -
Thanks.

As 2011 is the 400th Anniversary of the
publication of the King James version of
the Bible and the Methodist Conference
designated 2011 as 'The Year of the Bible',
The Grove accepted the challenge to raise general
levels of awareness and engagement with the Bibdtween February

and April we set out to hand write Mark's Gospeabkeeby verse. There

are 676 verses in the gospel (translations seams®a numbered verse in
the middle of two chapters!) and we only have 1®niers so it has been
a real challenge that has called on everyone torhecdnvolved.

In 2007 over 10,000 people across Northern Irefaacked 200 years of
Bible Society history by taking part over a per@dL8 months in creating
a full copy of the Bible written by hand. They falithat the project
resulted in a fuller appreciation of what is owedhose who first wrote
down God's Word. It helped refocus the place oipgBare in personal
priorities. And it engendered a feeling of beiragtpf a large, inclusive
project that involved everyone — young, old, howssial, Christian and
Non-Christian.

Something of that experience has been felt by timelteds of people in
our church community who have contributed. Versesavdistributed for
copying amongst all groups and individuals who cam® the church
premises throughout each week. Very few refusgzhtbocipate although
some were forgetful about returning the cards ntakimal compilation
problematic! However, many have commented howihglf® write our
own transcript has encouraged them to read thee Bilbpesh and find
various versions at home given to them or parenfwiaes and special
gifts. Others have decided to invest in differemd anore modern
translations to help look again at the Gospel nggssd here have even
been some who have so relished the copying thatthee left evidence
of their enthusiasm throughout the transcript!
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Timing has been important. From the start thenitid@ was to have it
ready for the beginning of May when it went on thgpand extracts were
read aloud as part of the church open afternoanthéoHorsforth
Churches Together 'Treasure Revealed' eventsiaahg month.
Reception was good with visitors enthusing overdimbpellishments of
some verses, young people eager to read theinlootdn and even
requests to join in the reading aloud. Thereatfteas on display for the
rest of May in the church for anyone who wishedheck on their
contributions or read the full gospel.

Our copy of Mark's Gospel is deliberately differetithasn't stuck to one
translation of the Bible. Each verse writer chtteeversion that they
preferred — Authorised, NIV, NRSV, Good News, Comp@rary English,
whichever was desired. So whilst it may not b#went as other
translations it makes interesting reading. Whaise exciting about our
copy are the contributions of our youngest membiére.Gospel is for all
and the emergent writing and drawings of our ckitidadd a refreshing life
to Mark's account.

The transcript would have proved impossible withmwich goodwill on
the part of very many people. So finally, apprecramust be expressed
to everyone who has shown interest in the projedtraade the time and
effort to contribute. Thanks are particularly daeghe leaders of groups
who made the cards and verses available to themb®aes and especially
to those who so meticulously gave out and collecteétde completed
verses. Thanks also to Barbara Collis whoseipgrand administrative
skills made the completed gospel possible.

Happy reading to all who open the pages of ‘Md#dspel, The Grove
Transcript'. Having perused and hopefully enjoykah't forget there are
sequels — they are called Matthew, Luke and Joldryan can discover
them in any translation of the Bible that you carehoose!

‘Fink’ in Fink Hill ever came from? Funny word, Fink.

| had also known of a Finkle Lane in Gildersome trete is a Finkle
Street in Hull. It seems that the word means ‘narcoooked street’,
similar to the Danish word ‘vinkel meaning a corndow many of our
place names emanate from the Norse!

So, without making a study of it, my curiosity ledfinding some more
derivations for other well known thoroughfaresukgs every area will
have its obscure gems (and again some will be okwvmearby there are
The Vespers and Kirkstall).
